This is your first reflective document and will be used as the basis for your first professional discussions in your tutor group. You need to draw on your time in school so far and your expectations of yourself in the role of a teaching professional for the first four questions.
1 As you begin your training, which aspect(s) of teaching you do you find most interesting and rewarding based on your classroom experience so far?

What has led to your interest in these areas? How would you like to develop these interests?

2 Based on the experience you have had so far what do you consider will be your main strengths and achievements as a teacher? 
Why do you think this? 
What examples do you have of your achievements in these areas so far?

3 At the moment, which of areas of teaching do you particularly hope to develop during your training period? (eg: personal subject knowledge in a particular subject/ behaviour management/ the legal requirements of a teacher /other aspects ?)
4 As you look ahead to your career in teaching, you may be thinking about your longer-term professional aspirations and goals. Do you have any thoughts at this stage about how you would like to see your career develop? 

5. Write a paragraph that introduces you to your professional tutor and tutor group summarising your interests and the type of person you perceive yourself to be
