Applications for the International Foundation Programme in Art and Design should 
include a 15 page Pdf Portfolio of Art/Design work (10mb max) 

The portfolio should comprise of: 

Evidence of a range of Drawing styles that include: 
Line Drawing 
Observational Drawing 
Imaginary Drawing 
Technical Drawing 
Perspective Drawing 

Other work should include: 
Evidence of Model-making / 3D work. 
Evidence of some computer work 
Evidence of colour exploration. 
Evidence of the collation of Visual Imagery.  
Evidence of Multimedia / Texture exploration. 
Evidence of cultural inspiration 

Following the foundation programme, entry onto the relevant undergraduate degrees 
will be subject to meeting the Academic and English Language requirements and a 
submission of an enhanced satisfactory portfolio.  
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
